What's in a Shelterbox?  
Shelterboxes are usually packed with one 
(sometimes two) ten-person tent(s) (200 sq ft). Other 
items can include insulated sleeping mats and bags, 
thermal blankets, water purification tablets, water 
containers/carriers, a trenching shovel, rope, a 
hachet, a jack-knife, a screwdriver, a hammer, a 
multi-fueled cook stove, eating utensils and plates, 
and a childrens' activity kit
